The initiative denounces the four towns’ agreement and suggests 

another solution that includes continuation of the ceasefire, 

evacuation of critical medical cases and reaching a solution with 

the Government of Syria under the supervision of the UN that 

includes: 

- Offering settlement programme for members of armed 

groups and forming them under local protection groups 

- Lifting of the siege 

- Ending the control of the militias in the area, especially 

Hezbollah.  

- Allowing the return of the Syrian Arab Army to its 

barracks before 2011 

- The return of the forcibly displaced 

- Restoring state institutions  

- Forming a joint committee to follow up on the 

implementation of the agreement with supervision from 

the UN.

A statement published by Ebaa news agency, which belongs to 

yat Tahrir al-Sham (HTS) on the four towns agreement. In this 

statement they refer to it as the five towns agreement.  

The statement is in form of an interview with a key member of 

HTS answering questions about the agreement. 

He says: 

 

• They, HTS,  led the talks with ‘the Iranian enemy’ under the 

umbrella of Jaysh al Fateh  

• Does not include the full evacuation of Madaya and 

Zabadani and that it only includes an agreement to evacuate 

3500 from these towns  

• They refer to the agreement as the five towns agreement 

because they decided to add Mukhayam al Yarmouk in the 

southern suburb of Damascus to the agreement.  

• The agreement included: 

o A ceasefire in all the towns listed in the agreement  

o Evacuating those in need of medical help 

o Allowing aid into besieged areas 

o The release of 1500 prisoners and hostages 

o Evacuating the population of the towns.
